UNSUSTAINED or POOR COMBUSTION

YC IMPACK PACKAGED PRODUCTS 1990 THRU 2001

SYMPTOMS:

· Rumbling and Thunder-like sounds during the ignition or operation of the furnace.

· Flame may self-extinguish, then re-light.

· Unit may experience lock-outs.

· Lock-outs seem to occur often at night or early morning hours.

· Runs okay with the combustion door off or propped open slightly.

· Heavier than normal odor from flue.
· Unit may have run for years, but began having ignition problems after a routine maintenance or service call. 
PROBABLE CAUSE:

· FLUE GAS LEAKAGE WITHIN THE COMBUSTION COMPARTMENT

· Flue extension not properly aligned with the top access panel. This problem occurs during the field installation of the exterior panel. The panel is pushed under the top cover flange and forces the flue extension to pivot upwards causing the flue extension not to match with the painted access panel. 

· Missing “red” o-ring where the flue extension connects to the combustion blower outlet.
· Missing white fiber gasket where flue extension protrudes through the access panel.
CORRECTIVE ACTION:

· Remove the exterior flue chimney and check alignment of the flue extension.

· Insure all gaskets are in place properly.

To properly check the flue alignment, you should remove the painted flue chimney and visually check to insure the flue extension is protruding through the square hole in the access panel.
